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For excellent sounding vocals, you will use a series of different plugins, routing procedures, and other refinements.

Start by creating the instrument tracks so your singer will be inspired to actually give great takes

Set transport to “Stacked” set regions around the instrumental portion you’re tracking. Do multiple takes. 
In the Channel Settings for the Vocal tracks, add inserts:
DeEsser

Compressor 

see the presets for male and female lead vocals as a starting point.

Pitch Correct

Notice how speed of correction approaches T-Payne at 100%. 

Select Formant settings 

Select Scale Source settings

Solo the track and listen to and refine your results

In the Channel Settings add Sends to economize on CPU Load and obtain consistency across tracks. Consider the following plugins. For these, you leave the plugin at 100% and control the plugin through the sends on the Channel settings or main Mixer under the STAR for the FX Send Track.

Start by adding FX CHANNEL TRACK and assign each FX Channel Track to its requisite send.

Select Sends in the Channel Settings dialog

Consider using the following as Sends

REVerence


Solo the track, listen carefully to the results of the impulse.


Experiment with different parameters, or leave it alone and let it work

Stereo Delay
This incident of Delay will be used to create an audible delay effect. 
Be certain to celect SYNC, set both channels of the delay as desired

Pan Left and Right to 0 and 100%

Leave mix at the preset because you are mixing using the send gain to conrol
Set feedback as desired to create the number of delays desired

Stereo Delay For HAAS EFFECT

Haas effect has the result of bringing the channel to the front and center ahead of the rest of the mix.

This incident of Stereo Delay is NOT synched to tempo
Set Left and Right Delay to BELOW 10ms. E.G. Left 8ms, Rt 10 ms

Hard Pan channels to Left and Right

Leave mix and feedback at default settings

Increase Send fader for this track up to move the track to front and center of the mix

If the stacked performance has problems like a loud sound, noise, serious irregulatity:

Rt Click Track

Choose TRACK CONTROLS SETTINGS

Make certain Lane display type is visible

Toggle Lane Display Type to LANES OFF

Zoom in to find sound that needs special attention

Cut around the sound, creating a region for editing

Grab the handle at the top to reduce or increase gain of this portion

Compression

Apply compressor as insert on the track to make the gain more even

Be certain to solo the track, because some compression settings will yield dropouts in the material that require adjustment

Parallel Compression


Duplicate vocal track, including any inserts



Right click track, choose duplicate track. This will 


Apply strong compression to the track. 

Squash the track.

Add make-up gain
Play this track along with the original non-compressed track. Increase fader for this track and you will notice a sweet spot where it sounds best
Groups


Choose tracks that may have comparable needs for inserts or sends


Add Group Channel Track


Remember you can only create a group with AUDIO tracks, not MIDI


Add any FX as needed
Link Channels

Once your individual channels are as needed, consider linking them to optimize control at the mastering level.
To set up control room for headphone mixes:

Go to VST Connections:

Choose Studio tab

Add monitor – to main monitor output

Make certain set not connected on main stereo output

Go to studio, make suire it is enabled. 

Add monitor, rt click to add monitor

To do different headphone mixes, rt click to add studio

Can set outputs, as needed to route to headphone output

Rt click inspector list, make certain studio sends are activiated

Go to studio sends, activate the sends you’ve created by turning them on.  

Can adjust on main mixer under STAR and you can see the studio sends

Pretend you have 40 tracks in mixer.  Rather than turn on each track individually, select all of the audio tracks, go to control room mixer, rt click, select “enable studio sends” to turn all on, rt click “window” select ALL Studios, USE CURRENT MIX LEVELS, click assign. Go to mixer, verify that all studio sends are set.

If singer wants more of themselves, you can set gain for vocals and send more to singer, and same for guitar. The gain controls for the control room will appear in the mixer  or inspector under Studo Sends (star on mixer) in the order you created when you set up the Control Room for the project.
Free time-saving tip for reading this far:

In Channel Settings dialog, look at the upper RH corner. See the small down-arrow beneath the track name which will be highlited in the color you gave the track. Click on it. You will see all of the tracks and can select the Channel Settings dialog for any track from here.
